Tutorial Days & Time: Tuesday, 3:30pm-5:00pm
Course Description:  This course provides students with an introduction to psychology. This course will provide tools to help students gain insight into their behavior, as well as their relationships with others.
Objectives:  When this class concludes at the end of the semester, all students will have demonstrated progression and eventual mastery in the following skills and concepts:

1. Explain selected historical and contemporary perspectives and practices of psychologists.
2.  Explain the research methods and the types of statistics used in the field of psychology.
3.  Explain the development, structure, and function of biological systems and their role in behavior, cognition, and emotion.
4. Compare different states of consciousness.
5. Discuss the components of stress.
6. Describe how the physical world is translated into a psychological experience.
7. Identify major theories and concepts related to motivation and emotion.
8. Identify the characteristics of and major approaches to learning.
9. Analyze key concepts associated with information processing.
10. Describe behavioral, social, and cognitive changes from the prenatal period throughout the life span.
11. Analyze concepts related to the measurement and nature of intelligence.
12. Evaluate assessment tools and theories in personality.
13. Identify abnormal behavior and treatment.
14. Analyze the impact of the social environment on behaviors and attitudes.

· Students will have weekly quizzes.

Deficiency Notices: A deficiency notice will be issued when a student’s grade is 75 or less. These will be issued at least twice during the semester for these students. Expect a phone call to be made to your home in order to ensure that your parent/legal guardian has received the notice. Your progress can also be monitored through the parent portal of Infinite Campus. If you are struggling in class, you may be assigned a “mandatory tutorial” so we can address the concerns and help you get back on track.
Assignment Policy: Work assigned is for your benefit. Completing that work during class or at home will ensure your mastery of the content. Your work will be evaluated either through questioning or peer review.
Make up Assignments: Zeroes will be placed in the grade book whenever a student misses an assignment. Students will have up to (5) days to make up any missed assignments.
Notebook: One of the most important factors in your success will be organization. Purchase a binder at least two inches in width to store materials such as handouts, worksheets, and completed assignments. I will check your notebook periodically to evaluate your organizational skills. You may want to purchase a small notepad to write down assignments in your classes so you won’t forget them. You will be provided with guidelines.
